As part of Hillsboro’s 125th birthday
celebration in June, organizers
unearthed the time capsule that was
buried in 1984 during the town’s centenni-
al activities. Items inside were distributed

to the parties that submitted them, includ-

ing an envelope from HMBC. Our congre-
gation included: (1) a letter from Pastor
Dennis Fast (see below); (2) the 1983
church directory; (3) the 1983 Annual
Reports booklet; and (4) the church pur-
pose statement, suitable for framing.

The city is inviting contributions to the
time capsule that will be reburied this fall.
The church council is suggesting that we

return the 25-year-old items to the capsule
and add comparable items from 2009. We
may also include electronic versions of
other items — photos, the “Trial By Fire”
book, etc. — depicting our journey since
the 2007 fire.

grew up in a family of exceptional quil-

ters, so I was not surprised when one of
my sisters suggested that a perfect gift for
our parents’ 40th anniversary would be a
quilt, created by their children, depicting
our parents’ lives. It should be a folksy
quilt, which would include some of their
favorite sayings and hobbies.

The five children (or spouses) each

made four or five squares. One of the

squares was to represent our personal fam-

ily. Making these squares was so much fun
because we knew our parents would value
a “homemade gift” more than a “bought
gift.”

We presented the quilt to them at their
open house celebration, and every Sunday
or on every special occasion it would be
placed on their bed for their guests to
admire.

Years later our father passed away and
soon our mother made plans to go to the
Henderson Care Center. Belongings were
divided smoothly and an auction occurred
quickly. “The Quilt” was the only item

remaining, and it was very evident there
was no way to establish its destination.

During one of our late-night sister
talks, as we were getting ready for the auc-
tion, we decided it should become a “travel-
ing quilt.” The quilt would migrate from
family to family, changing homes every
Christmas and finally belong to the last liv-
ing of the five siblings and eventually to
his/her family.

The quilt is on its second round now,
being passed from oldest to youngest sib-
ling.

Parenting thoughts.... AsI1ook back to
my early years of “parenting” I have a lot
of memories. Some good—some, not so
good. Now, as my children grow older, I
look back and see how parenting comes in
seasons. As our child grows, our methods
of discipline must adjust. Discipline is the
part of parenting that is rarely fun, but
necessary and sometimes even rewarding.

When I look at the word “discipline,”
the word “disciple” sticks out at me. For
some reason, the word disciple takes the

negative connotations away from disciplin-

ing my child. It helps me to see that I am
training and guiding my child into life.

I recently read an article that empha-
sized some positive tips to discipline.
Experts say “that no matter a children’s
age, development, or behavior, the key to
disciplining them is understanding their
heart and finding out what makes them
‘tick.” If you can look beyond the symp-
toms of misbehavior and ask, ‘Why is this
child behaving this way?’ then you can
make a positive change.”

The following are several tips to keep-
ing your discipline positive.

Keep it simple. If you set too many
rules, no one can keep them straight.

Keep it consistent. Consistency makes
it easier for children to remember expecta-
tions for the long haul. Don’t ignore misbe-
havior just because you're too tired to deal
with it at the time.

Keep it fair. You can still tailor conse-
quences to a child’s age or personality. For
example, a guideline for “timeouts” is one
minute for every year of a child’s age.

Keep it fresh. Post expectations where
everyone can see them. Take the time to
review rules regularly with children, but
also equip kids to follow them.

These tips may be helpful as you disci-
pline, but above all, keep prayer as your
main source of strength and wisdom. God
is faithful and He loves our children even
more than we do!
