This was also an
opportunity to get acquainted with this
ministry.

Matt Penner was the guide to the vari-
ous sights, including a tour to show the
group areas in which World Impact minis-

ters. A new project is the Hispanic commu-

nity and their house church. The African-
American area is where the work began
years ago and where the children’s clubs
meet each week. Matt Penner leads this
church.

A relatively new thrust began when a
large mobile medical unit was given to
World Impact. This unit travels to the vari-
ous churches and offers free medical serv-
ices to people in that area. At the end of
each appointment, the patient visits with
the leader of the house church. Also, a
medical clinic has been established on the

Children take on summer memorization challenge

enjoyed a Veggie Tale curriculum that
included puppet skits from Bob the tomato
and Larry the cucumber as well as a short
DVD clip from a Veggie Tale show which
highlighted the Bible story for each week.
We challenged the children to see how
many of them could memorize a portion
of Psalm 37, which included the first 11
verses of that chapter, and called it the
Veggie Tale Summer Challenge.

M As this issue went to press, more
than six children could already say all 11
verses, and some were continuing even
further into the chapter! We think the kids
did a great job and are encouraging them
to continue to “hide God’s Word in their
hearts.”

H Our children’s offering project for
this fall quarter will be to collect dollars to
help Cindy and Joel Groening purchase
MP3 players to spread the gospel in the
Philippines. We encourage parents to
make a priority to send an offering with
your child each Sunday, whether it’s 10
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cents or $2, the amount isn’t the important
thing. As children learn from little on up
that it is important to give back to God,
this biblical principle will be instilled in
them on into adulthood. This fall the chil-
dren’s classes will be using the Gospel
Light curriculum.

B Our Wednesday night program
will be starting this month! One change we
will be making for the fall is that the chil-
dren’s classes will all begin at 7 p.m. The
children will again be earning Bible Bucks
for learning Scripture, bringing their
Bible, wearing their K.I.D. NetWork T-
shirts, doing their study sheets and bring-
ing friends.

One Wednesday night a month the chil-
dren will again use their Bible Bucks to
purchase groceries that will be taken to
Main Street Ministries. Just a hint to the
adult Sunday school classes...we will
again be collecting dollars to purchase
these groceries.

B An area of concern that the Chris-
tian Nurture Board has is the time
between our Wednesday night fellowship
meals and class time for our children. This
can become a dangerous time if children
are running outside in the parking lots or
unsupervised within the building or on the
playground.

We once again ask that parents, or
those who bring children on Wednesday
nights, be responsible for those children
until a few minutes before class time when
they may go to their classrooms.

H Be in prayer for everyone on our
HMBC team who will be teaching classes
this year. Being prepared to lead a group
each week, whether it’s adults or children,
is a great commitment and often a great
challenge with busy schedules and so
many demands on our lives. Let teachers
know how much you appreciate them and
how important they are to you and your
children (and grandchildren)!

B If you have an interest in leading
an adult-specific area of study (finances,
cults, parenting, spiritual disciplines, etc.)

We are
always open to considering new options of
Christian education studies.

H As I close this edition of C.E. Clips
I would like to offer a point to ponder.
School has begun and much is said about
the importance of a positive self-esteem in
children. As Christians, it is important
that we view this from a Christian per-
spective. Children must accept themselves
from God’s viewpoint—as unconditionally
loved and accepted. Their worth can’t be
rooted in their looks, performance, grades,
friendships, or anything else our culture
attempts to throw at us. It must be rooted
in their relationship with God.

As we work with our children or the
children of others, take time to help them
remember that their worth is solely
dependent on Jesus and how much he
loves them—so much that he gave His life
for them (and us).
