individuals taking part in short term
missions. The Mission Board has dis-
cussed how it can encourage the mis-
sional outreach here in our local com-
munity.

Based on these discussions the board
is initiating a “Local Mission Challenge

Grant.” As a board we want to encour-
age and foster local/backyard missions
and the missionaries—you! We want to
help put your ideas into action, or chal-
lenge you to think about how you could
take Jesus’ love into Marion County.
